


This is a single column frame for any figure or table with the width up to 7.6 cm (3 in.).  The height of the frame can be increased by dragging the lower border.


Use another program to prepare the drawings, photos or other illustrations and then paste into the frame. 


You should type the figure’s legend directly below the graph, and the table’s title directly above the table. 


You can move the frame to anywhere in the manuscript, and the original text will automatically give way for the graph.


If you need more frames, use copy-and-paste.





This is a double column frame for any figure or table with the width up to 15.7 cm (6.2 in.). The height can be increased by dragging the lower border.


You should type the figure’s legend directly below the graph, and the table’s title directly above the table.


You can move the frame to anywhere in the manuscript, and the original text will automatically give way for the graph.


If you need more frames, use copy-and-paste.


Tables and figures in the double column size must be placed on the top or the bottom of the page.





This landscape frame can be used for large tables or composite figures. The width is up to 24.5 cm (9.7 in.), and its height can be increased by dragging the lower border.


You should type the figure’s legend directly below the graph, and the table’s title directly above the table.


Use copy-and-paste to have more frames.
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
